FEAST OF THE EXALTATION OF THE HOLY 

CROSS 
Thursday, September 14 

This Feast celebrates three historical events: the 
finding of the True Cross by Saint Helena, the 
mother of the emperor Constantine; the dedica-

tion of churches built by Constantine on the site of the Holy 
Sepulchre and Mount Calvary; and the restoration of the True 
Cross to Jerusalem by the emperor Heraclius II. But in a deep-
er sense, the feast also celebrates the Holy Cross as the in-
strument of our salvation. This instrument of torture, designed 
to degrade the worst of criminals, became the life-giving tree 
that reversed Adam's Original Sin when he ate from the Tree of 
the Knowledge of Good and Evil in the Garden of Eden. Copy-
right: www.thoughtco.com.

Dear Parishioners: 
I have some very good news to share with you. Recently, we 
were able to sell a property owned by the parish. The net 
amount to the parish has permitted us to pay our loan to the 
Diocese down from $725,959.68 to $300,000. In addition, the 
Finance Council has agreed to keep additional funds at the par-
ish for now in order to finance long deferred maintenance pro-
jects. I am grateful to Council members Marilynne Homitz, 
Chandra Miller, Angie Minor and Jim Nemechek for their en-
couragement and support, and particularly to Kevin Kennedy for 
handling all aspects of the sale. Members of the Finance Coun-
cil welcome your input and concerns.
